MAYOR’S REPORT:
Gould stated Councilmen Reed at the previous council meeting stated she was concerned that the city operated at a $50,000.00 deficit in the budget.  Gould stated Meredith Sornsin calculated the city spent $47,000.00 in interest and penalties in FY07 due to bills not being paid by previous accounting clerk.  Gould reported the City of Thorne Bay received an award from AML/JIA for keeping losses to less than one percent.  Gould stated the OEDP committee has had two meetings.  One meeting lasted one and a half hour and the next two and a half hours.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
Chuck McGee, City Administrator, introduced Katie Martin as the new librarian for Thorne Bay.  McGee stated KANA will not sponsor the VPSO program past December 31, 2007.  McGee stated the City applied and received a grant to have a Vista worker.  McGee stated Ginny Tierney will be the Vista person and will begin writing grants for the City of Thorne Bay.

ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS:


A.  Library Report:

Katie Martin reported the following:
The library currently has 19 volunteers.  The library is open 28 hours per week.  In the month of December 144 patrons utilized the library with 72 patrons using the computers.  9 inter-library loans were processed and 2 meetings were held with attendance of 21 persons.  The library will be closed December 24, 25, 26, and 31st, and January 1, 2008.  Starting the first Friday in January, the library will be open between the hours of 11am to 1pm to host a children’s story hour and occasional craft time.  Thank you to Dan Romey and Kurt Welser for donations to the library.

D.  Fire Department Report:

Ron Currit stated the South Thorne Bay Fire Squad currently has ten volunteers and are recruiting for younger volunteers.  Currit stated Mike Richardson and Chuck McGee have the code red container about ready to use.  Currit stated he and Mike Affleck have been working on the Fire Truck.  Currit stated the roof on the South Side Fire Hall is leaking in three different places and will soon need to be replaced.  Currit stated he has been talking with mill owners in Goose Creek to try and get one of them to join the Fire Squad so if there is a fire in the Goose Creek area there will be someone there to run the fire truck.  Currit stated he was working with the Fire Department in Oregon to get more suites for the Volunteer Fire Fighters.

James Stevens reported that the Thorne Bay School did not have a high school basket ball team this year due to lack of members.  Christmas break started December 18, 2007.
