MAYOR’S REPORT:

Mayor Gould reported the he and Mark Minnillo had attended a meeting in Juneau with representatives and Senator and David Scott to discuss the VPSO issue in Thorne Bay.  Gould encouraged them to keep the program for as long as they can.  Kukesh8us office is looking into taking the program over.  Gould stated he inquired about the possibility of Thorne Bay as a second class city having its own police task force.  Gould stated the purpose of going to Juneau was to attend a meeting and give a testimony on annexation by Ketchikan Gateway Borough.
