D.  Fire Department Report:

Ron Currit thanked everyone that assisted in the fire on Saturday.  Mr. Currit stated there were comments that people in town could not hear the fire alarm.  Mr. Currit stated people on Southside also could not hear it.  Mr. Currit suggested a new place for the alarm.  Mr. Currit reported on the two fire trucks.  Mr. Currit stated he would be attending a fire meeting in Juneau and will also meet with legislatures.  Mr. Currit stated there is 67 billion dollars available from the department of homeland security.  Mr. Currit inquired if the council would donate land on the Southside for use of a Fire Training Center.   Mr. Currit stated the fire department needed younger volunteers.  Minnillo inquired if there was a minimum age for volunteers.  Mr. Currit said only for driving the fire truck.  Mr. Currit stated younger volunteers could assist with crowd control and parking assignments.  

E.  Harbor Commission Report:

Kelly stated the Harbor Commission met last month and discussed harbor rates.  Mr. Kelly stated the commission concurred that there was no reason to raise harbor rates because are rates are consistent with Ketchikan and Craig harbor rates.  Kelly stated that if the City Administration needed to raise harbor rates the commission would consider it.
