CALL TO ORDER:

Mayor Gould called the meeting to order at 6:31p.m.

PLEDGE TO FLAG:

The audience and council stood for the pledge to the flag.

ROLL CALL:

Gould, Hudson, Kelly, Marsh, Hartwell, and Minnillo were present.

APPROVAL OF AGENDA:

Hudson moved to approve the agenda.  Minnillo seconded the motion.  Kelly stated he wanted Resolution 08-03-04-02 removed from the agenda.  There was no further discussion.

MAYOR’S REPORT:

Mayor Gould stated the city council and staff received a letter from Yvonne Seaford letting everyone know that Speed was out of the hospital.

CITY ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
Chuck McGee suggested a committee be formed for Law Enforcement.  There is only three more months until the contract with KANA expires and the city will no longer have police presence in Thorne Bay.  McGee stated Ron Currit and his son were on their way to New Jersey to pick up a fire truck that was donated to the City of Thorne Bay.

PUBLIC COMMENTS:

Nick Gefre stated he had the appraisal from the KPC Maintenance Building.  Mr. Gefre stated the building was appraised at $126,000.00.  Mr. Gefre stated the repairs to the KPC Maintenance Building would exceed the value of the building.  Mr. Gefre suggested the city have an engineer look at the structural integrity.  Tracey Vaughn stated the appraisal included the building and property.  Mr. Vaughn stated at the workshop it was stated the renters would pay 8% of the appraised value.  Mr. Vaughn stated he could not stay if he had to pay $0.30 per sq. ft.  Tim Lindseth inquired what the future plans were for the KPC building.  Gould stated there is no firm decision on the building.  Kelly stated he did not feel the council had a very good plan yet.  Kelly stated he was hopeful after the workshop the council had on the KPC building and was waiting for another workshop before approached with another resolution.  Kelly stated the resolution was a surprise to him and other councilmember’s.  Kelly stated he felt the council was being pushed into something that they have not put enough thought into.    Tim Lindseth inquired what the zoning for the downtown business district was.  Gould stated it was zoned commercial.  Gould stated Mr. Vaughn was within the zoning.  Tim Lindseth stated the building that Southeast Roadbuilders was occupying was going for $0.08 per square foot and was a comparable building.
Katie Martin stated the Library currently has 19 volunteers.  Rob Berney, Penny Black, Krissy Edson, Ned Hudson, Mark Jaqua, Kristen Lease, Doug MacAllister, Sean Maiers, Betty Marsh, Dana Allison, KK Prussian, Mel Slayton, Amy Tilley, Sandie Ouellette, Kevin Foley, Moe McGee, Bob Ingman, and Rebecca Slack.  Out IT volunteer is Tim Montgomery. The library is open 30 hours per week.  218 patrons used the library in February checking out 417 items.  71 patrons used the computers and 6 inter library loans were processed.  The wine tasting was a huge success, the library raised over $3,300.00.  Current library donors are Moe McGee, Robert Hartwell, Karen Peterson, Larry Watson, and Dave Drucker.  Katie stated the AKLA Conference in Fairbanks was very well organized and offered many classes specific for small public libraries.  I came away with very valuable information, including the knowledge of how to create a website for our library and how to write and where to find grants.  Jim Edson volunteered to be a bounty hunter for loose dogs and split the fines 50/50 with the City.  Mr. Edson stated he was tired of having dogs poop in his yard, and there was an ordinance that required pet owners to clean up their animals poop.  There were no further council comments. 
8.
COUNCIL COMMENTS:

Hartwell inquired when the VPSO was supposed to give reports.  City Clerk stated Administrative reports are given the second meeting of the month.  Mr. Hartwell stated the VPSO did not give a report at the last city council meeting.  Hartwell stated he had not seen the VPSO at a council meeting since the council discussed his job.  Hartwell stated he did not feel the KPC building was worth sinking money into.  Hartwell stated he wanted the town to vote on what to do with the KPC building.  Kelly stated before the Council sold the building they may have to put it to a vote.  Kelly stated he would have to look at the code to be sure about that.  Kelly stated he felt all options have not been explored as far as options for repair being done in house.  Kelly stated he did not like how the resolution was presented to the council.  Gould stated the resolution was put on the agenda to discuss where the council wanted to go with the building.  Gould stated in the past it was perceived that if a resolution was put on the agenda it would pass.  Gould stated that was not the case, resolutions are put on the agenda to generate discussion.  Kelly inquired in good faith and all due respect what Mayor Gould wanted to do with the building.  Gould stated he would be in favor of selling the building.  Kelly stated it appeared to him that the Mayor was trying to move and manipulate this towards selling the building.  Kelly stated the mayor had made a case for doing that and now the council was forced to vote for something that the council knows they should not do because it had not been well thought out.  Kelly stated that was why he wanted the resolution off the agenda and was offended that “you guys” have done it this way.  Kelly stated he thought there might be another agenda or something the council does not know about.  Gould apologized for what it may have appeared to be but there were no underlying reasons.  Gould apologized for any insulting he may have done by presenting the resolution the way he did.  Minnillo stated it would cost $600,000.00 for a new building and approximately $120,000.00 to make improvements to the existing building.  McGee inquired if any one would use the new building and is it economically feasible.  Minnillo suggested taking the building down and selling the lot.

Kelly stated the council was not given answers like “could the roof be fixed for less than $97,000.00”.  Tim Lindseth inquired how old the roof was.  Tracy Vaughn replied the building was approximately ten years old.  Gould stated he was not in favor of passing Resolution 08-03-04-02.  Mr. Lindseth stated the council talked about the upstairs of the building being rented for office space and inquired if the upstairs was ADA accessible.  Mr. Vaughn stated the upstairs could only hold one hundred pounds per square foot.    There was further discussion.
