MAYOR’S REPORT:

Gould gave a report on the Regional Solid Waste Committee.  Gould stated the Southeast Conference Mid Session Summit was scheduled for March 25th and 26th.  Gould stated the 25th was the Regional Solid Waste Authority formation process.  Gould stated Senator Stevens sent a letter to all communities informing them that as of January 31st people will be required to have a US Passport, or valid driver’s license and birth certificate in order to cross the border in Canada.

Chuck McGee stated Bill Rolfzen of Department of Commerce Community and Economic Development, Division of Community and Regional Affairs, notified Thorne Bay that they have determined the population of Thorne Bay to be 467.  McGee stated the council had a list of action items that were identified after the house fires in January.  McGee stated the action items are currently being worked on.  McGee stated he was working on relocating the Fire Siren and finding the source that will allow the siren to be activated and de-activated by telephone.  McGee stated the crane had arrived and Pete Fama would determine where it would be placed.  Tracy Vaughn will do all the installation of the Crane.

Karen Peterson introduced Linda Wahl to the City Council.  Mrs. Peterson stated Linda Wahl would brief the Council on Red Cross’s role in Southeast Alaska. Linda stated the Red Cross was able to provide the families that had lost their homes with a debit card for purchase of food and other items that were needed.  Linda stated she brought extra cards and every thing needed to activate them incase they are needed in another emergency.  Linda stated Karen Peterson would keep the cards until they were needed.  Linda stated she had been talking with people on the Island about emergency preparedness.  Linda stated people depended on one another in the case of a disaster.  Linda stated she would be providing disaster classes to help people get prepared for disasters in April.
