On March 4, 2008 Thorne Bay City Council passed the following

To accept the changes to the City’s Wells Fargo investment portfolio

A Resolution appointing Jodi Rolland to the Thorne Bay City Council

A resolution authorizing the city to pay a stipend of $42.50 per day of service to a Volunteer Emergency Services Dispatcher to monitor the City’s 911 emergency phone on week day evenings and early mornings.  This resolution was passed because the volunteer EMS is short handed and is of right now the emergency responders are also dispatchers.

The following failed to pass

A resolution authorizing the expenditure of  $97,170.00 to replace the roof on the KPC Maintenance shop.  This resolution failed to pass because the council could not see investing more money in the shop when you would not recoup the City’s investment.  They also wanted to see other options for the building and what the City plans on doing with in the future.
