MAYOR’S REPORT:

Mayor Gould stated he Chuck McGee and Councilman Reed attended the South East Conference in Juneau.  Gould stated the first day there was an economic workshop on how to trouble shoot projects.  Gould stated John Bolling was in the process of forming a committee for the Regional Solid Waste Authority.  Gould stated there were several communities interested in having a Regional Solid Waste Site within there area.  Gould stated he found the Legislative Session to be the best.  Gould stated that Councilman Reed thanked Representative Johansson for the money for the Dock Hoist.  Gould stated he talked with Senator Stedman about his meeting with DOT and the conditions of the Kasaan Road.  Gould stated DOT was looking in to the safety of the Kasaan Road.  Currently scores are low but if safety is poor the numbers will increase and the chance for funding to improve the road will increase.

User Statistics for August: 161 patrons utilized the library in the month of August, checking out 242 materials.  117 patrons used the computers.  The Library processed 9 inter-library loans, and had 3 children’s programs with 76 people attending.
