Council Summary and Election Results

On November 20 the Thorne Bay city council passed the following items:

A resolution entering into an agreement with the Village of Kasaan and City of Kasaan to acquire road improvements to the Southside road.  Funding would come from the Bureau of Indian Affairs and the Denali Commission.

A resolution confirming commitment of  $365,000 funding for the construction of a new clinic on city property.

Nomination of Krissy Edson to the Southern SE Regional Aquaculture Association. 

Approval of an expenditure of $2,268.00 to Karlson Motors Inc. for repairs to the Ambulance.

An ordinance amending title 3 Revenue and finance chapter, section 3.17.110 sales tax Exemption for the elderly.  This ordinance amends the age from 65 to 60.  It also amends that you do not have to be a resident of The City of Thorne Bay to apply for a tax exemption number.

An ordinance amending title 18 Harbor chapter, section 18.20.070 priority in space assignment.  The amendment addresses the need for additional boat stalls and encourages renters to rent stalls annually.

The following items failed to pass:

To authorize the donation of a $50,000 match for a $226,000 grant to manage and design the construction of a new Thorne Bay Public Library.
