On December 18th 2007 Thorne Bay City Council passed the following

Ordinance 08-01-08-01 for public hearing; reinstating the Solid Waste section of the Thorne Bay Municipal Code.  Three years ago another section was assigned the solid waste number of the code.  This ordinance will reassign the code number for Solid Waste without changing any wording of the original code.

Expenditure of $2,400.00, to Alaska Pump and Supply.  This expenditure is to rebuild a lift station pump.  This is a regular expense that was in the budget for sewer department for this fiscal year.

An Expenditure of $10,000.00 to KANA to help cover costs for our VPSO program till June 30, 2008.  KANA is dropping the program because a few months ago the State of Alaska gave the non-profit regions the ability to oversee their own VPSO program.  Tlingit-Haida was approached to take over the contract to oversee the VPSO programs and they declined.
